·  Tom McGoogan (NTTFF Chair) provided the following updates to Faculty Affairs Committee:
· The Non-Tenure Track Faculty forum met and discussed the following
· Self-nominations to join the NTTFF have been extended
· A poll was circulated, and results were overwhelmingly for the NTTFF becoming a standing committee. This is on hold, however, due to some upcoming suggested changes to bylaws that NTTFF will work on and present to FAC.
· An open forum will be held on May 20th which may include the above poll results and debrief on revisions and will present to FAC shortly after.
3) Updates on Action items
· AI Survey Updates
· This has been tabled into the 2025-2026 academic year.
· Campus Community Safety Advisory Committee
· Chair Ken Cruz was invited to a Campus Safety and Faculty Involvement meeting on April 4, which was organized by Sylvia James (Vice Chancellor for Finance and Administration).
· David Munson (Emergency Preparedness Manager) was introduced at this meeting.
· Also attending were former FA Campus Safety Committee Co-Chairs Drs. Robin Evans-Agnew and Jim West, and Susan Wagshul-Golden (Director of Emergency Preparedness & Campus Safety).
· It was recommended to establish communication with the Faculty Assembly. A recommendation was made in this meeting to have a faculty member serve as a liaison. This was brought to the Faculty Affairs Committee for discussion. This included the process of how this may occur in the future.
· The Faculty Affairs Chair will work on creating a proposal that will go through the Executive Council for approval.
· Budget Advisory Committee Updates
· Chair Ken Cruz along with Denise Drevdahl spoke to the faculty at-large representatives regarding faculty voice and came up with the following conclusion:
· Faculty voice is valued and considered, however there was some indication that important budgetary decisions are already made before the committee meets
· The EVCAA selects/invites faculty at-large representatives based on interest
· Faculty is intended to be represented by the Chair of Faculty Assembly
· Chair Ken Cruz met with Chair and Vice Chair of Faculty Assembly to discuss faculty voice on the Budget Advisory Committee
· The Chair of Faculty Assembly sits as the representative for Faculty Assembly along with the above-mentioned members
· Although the Chair of Faculty Assembly suggested an Advisory Committee the reports to EC, it was determined that the work could be redundant or meaningless. Therefore, it was not recommended to add a new level of the Budget Advisory Committee.
· Research Advisory Committee Taskforce Updates
· The taskforce has not reconvened and there are no updates at this time
