Language approved:
The Curriculum Committee shall consider Department-wide curriculum needs with an    	eye toward coordinating among units/majors and advancing Interdisciplinarity. It 	shall be responsible for  
· matters of policy relating to the academic affairs of the School of Interdisciplinary Arts and Sciences, including proposals for new academic programs, majors, minors, concentrations, and undergraduate and graduate certificate programs; applications for new and revised courses;  
· align scholastic standards including admissions; and campus graduation requirements; 
·  Reviewing new course proposals from individual units/majors;  
·  providing guidance to the Chair on policies regarding the interpretation and administration of academic regulations; 
·  providing recommendations on initiatives requested by the Chair or individual units related to academic excellence and equity. Upon approval, the Committee shall forward its recommendations to the department 
· Communicating with the dean’s office and Faculty Council by
· Sharing new programs and course documents, as well as program and course change documents, with the Associate Dean of Programs and Operations
·  Bringing proposals for new or revised School-wide requirements to the CAC Faculty Council representatives; and
· Responding to communication from the CAC FC reps about implementing faculty-approved curricular policies (like the Writing/W course policy) and creating lists of courses meeting specific requirements (like the W)

The Chair of the Curriculum Committee shall provide quarterly reports of its 			activities to the department. 
Membership: The Curriculum Committee shall be composed of one member from 	each of the units with CAC at the rank of Associate or Full, and the CAC 			Chair or their designee.  After the initial establishment of the committee, members 	    shall be elected for two-year terms.  In addition, an academic advisor, and the 		Curriculum and Enrollment Manager or their designee shall serve as ex officio 		members of the Curriculum Committee.  The committee shall elect a chair from 		within its membership.  

· Mentorship Coordinator: Creation of a CAC Department Mentorship Coordinator (PASSED:  26 yes, 0 no, 0 abstentions)

Language Approved:
Responsibilities:  The Mentorship coordinator shall conduct an annual survey of 	mentorship needs of CAC members in terms of teaching, research, and service and 	will facilitate matching mentors and mentees.  They shall be responsible for:
· Creating a CAC mentorship program that complements any IAS or campus level mentorship 
· Create and maintain any internal CAC mentorship documents
· Help organize mentorship trainings and discussions
· Provide an annual report to Chair on mentorship progress and needs 
· Make recommendations for policy or procedural changes to CAC mentorship processes

Term:  The Mentorship coordinator will be elected at the end of the academic year 	and shall serve a two-year term.
