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The Multimedia Lab (MMLab) is a vital campus resource supporting students in the creation of diverse media projects. We provide personalized
assistance to students of all academic backgrounds, guiding them through video editing, graphic design, and digital storytelling. From helping RSOs
design promotional materials to leading workshops on podcast production and research poster design, the MMLab ensures students have the tools to
excel in their creative endeavors.

To maintain modern industry standards, the MMLab seeks to replace:

x2 aging all-in-one Mac workstations with high-performance Mac Studio units. This hardware suite will modernize the lab’s processing power while
providing the necessary audio fidelity for professional-grade media production.

x10 over ear headphones, one for each station. Our batch of workstation headphones have been worn out and we are low on studio-quality units for
creatives.

x12 Adobe Creative Cloud device licenses for each station (annual subscription)

x1 renew our royalty-free, content library subscription for ENVATO

x1 annual license for CapCut Pro

x2 Mac Studio workstations
High-Performance Computer + 27” monitor + USB-C DisplayPort Cable + AppleCare
The current all-in-one workstations suffer from slow performance and frequent crashes, particularly when processing complex video edits or high-
resolution images. The MMLab utilizes dual monitors for creative work and each new Mac Studio would replace an all-in-one and need another
computer monitor and DisplayPort cable.

As the MMLab expands its support for podcasting and video post-production, accurate audio monitoring has become a necessity. The request for these
headphones is based on:

This allows students to hear an accurate
representation of their audio, which is essential for proper sound mixing and level balancing.
Sound Isolation: In the communal environment of CP 005, the circumaural design of these headphones provides excellent sound isolation. This
allows students to maintain focus on their edits without being distracted by—or distracting—other lab users.
Durability for High-Traffic Use: These headphones are built with professional-grade materials designed to withstand daily use by the student
body, ensuring a long-term return on this investment.
