1. Opening:
· Land Acknowledgement, Consent to Agenda, Recording of meeting for Minutes Purposes

· Announcements:
· The Vice Chair is a member of the Academic Human Resources Search and has mentioned to the Executive Council to be on the lookout for signing up for a time to participate in the interviews. Please send questions within your units to your Executive Council Representatives.
2. Undergraduate Learning Outcomes Presentation
· Sean Gehrke, Chair of the Undergraduate Learning Outcomes, presented to the Executive Council the Class B Legislation that will be brought to the UW Faculty Senate regarding the Undergraduate Learning Outcomes. It was noted that the legislation is to create an infrastructure to evaluate learning outcomes and not about creating or stating learning outcomes.
· Summary:
· The UW System will maintain a list of Undergraduate Learning Outcomes (ULOs) 
· The Undergraduate Learning Outcomes Committee (ULOC) is charged with reviewing ULOs with consultation with the Senate Executive Committee and Faculty Council on Academic Standards (FCAS) and will maintain working documents of definitions and guidance for mapping departments, schools, colleges, and campus learning out comes to the ULOs.
· Provide guidance for assessing student learning within ULOs and make recommendations to the Senate Executive Committee, FCAS, and the Office of the Provost.
· Membership of ULOC
· Co-Chaired by:
· Representation from FCAS, Faculty Council on Teaching and Learning and Faculty Council on Tri-Campus Policy and
· Administrative representative selected by Provost or Designee.
· ULOC is comprised of Faculty and Administrative Staff from each campus. Faculty on the committee will be approved by Faculty Senate to serve a term of three years and may be appointed to serve a second consecutive term.
· Discussion ensued
· Several representatives expressed concern around the workload of having another committee which creates a service workload concern.

3. New Legislation (Discussion)
· The Chair reminded the Executive Council representatives to please have their faculty review the proposed bylaw changes around the following:
· Research Advisory Council (Making a permanent advisory council)
· Article V Section 4 revisions to Advisory Liaisons and Council
· Bylaw revisions
· Officer removal, succession and vacancies, bylaw review, and Standing Committee Chair accountability.
· The Chair has asked representatives to remind their units to please provide their anonymous feedback using the Microsoft Form. These items will be voted at the last two Executive Council meetings in May (May 8, 2026, and May 29, 2026). Once these are voted via the Executive Council, these will be voted as a Class A Legislation before the end of the Academic Year. 
· The Chair also reminded the Executive Council to please share feedback regarding the Resolution around Shared Governance at the University of Washington Tacoma and mentioned that the resolution would be split into two separate resolutions.
