· The NTTFF will meet tomorrow with Dr. Heather Dillion, who is the incoming Associate Vice Chancellor for Faculty Success. The NTTFF will hear more about her role and share general concerns from Non-Tenure Track Faculty to Dr. Dillon.

· Chair of Faculty Assembly shared with the Faculty Affairs Committee the resolution around budget making decisions when it comes to Faculty. The resolution was shared with the Faculty Affairs Committee, and it was recommended for units to get in touch with their Executive Council representative to provide feedback on the resolution.
· For the Budget Advocacy Council language, it was recommended to continue the language moving forward in the process. It was recommended to invite the Vice Chancellor for Finance and Administration and the EVCAA if possible, to review the language.
